Parents/Caregivers are reminded that all students 
intending to move into Year 11 at Rochedale High are 
required to undergo a Transition Interview with a 
parent/caregiver and a senior member of staff.  The 
purpose of these interviews is to:

 Check alignment between a Student’s Education and 
Training Plan and their identified course of study;

 Ensure that students have met all necessary pre-
requisites for selected senior subjects;

 Reinforce expectations of students and caregivers 
over the senior years through the Senior Education 
Commitment

Interviews will take place from 3.30 pm on Tuesday 11 and 
Wednesday 12 September.  Interviews are by appointment 
only with all necessary documentation provided to students 
on Monday of this week.

Year 11/12 Interruption Free Period:

The period Monday 10 September to Thursday 13 
September is designated interruption free for Year 11/12 
students.  During this time students attend all scheduled 
classes.

Year 12 Exam Block:

The Year 12 Exam Block is scheduled for Friday 14 
September to Thursday 20 September.  During this time 
Year 12 students are only required to attend scheduled 
exam sessions.  Exam timetables will be issued in the next 
day or so.

Year 11 Assessment Period:

The Year 11 assessment period is scheduled for Friday 14 
September to Friday 21 September inclusive.  During this 
time Year 11 students are required to attend all timetabled 
classes.  Assessment tasks will be undertaken during 
normal lesson time.

School Renewal Put to Bed:  On Thursday 16 August, 
our school brought official closure to the Rochedale High 
School Renewal Project that commenced in August 2002.  
This five year project has seen every aspect of the school 
and its operations put under the microscope, debated, 
enhanced, restructured and rectified.  Areas investigated 
or further developed have included:  School Vision and 
Values, Agreed Teaching Practices, Uniform, Student, 
Staff and Community expectations, Responsible Behaviour 
Processes, Curriculum and future pathways across Year 8-
10, Higher Order Thinking Processes and Strategies, 
Students with Additional Needs, Acceptable standards 
across all manner of activities, Development Programs and 
School structures as related to student achievement to 
name but a few.

The Renewal Program is of course at the heart of what has 
made Rochedale High the high school of choice for the 
local community and for many outside our catchment.  
Enrolments have grown from a low of 626 in January 2004 
to 729 in 2007 and are expected to level at about 780 in 
2009 with almost 50% of enrolments from outside our 
defined catchment.  Students now function in a safe, 
supportive and disciplined environment, have a wide range 
of study choices commencing in Year 8 and into the senior 
years, students, staff and community are proud of their 
school as am I proud to be their Principal.

The Renewal may have come to a closure but school 
development has not and we will not become static, as we 
move from the solid foundation our Renewal Project has 
given us to discover the Next Steps in our ongoing 
development.
