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Rochedale High has had a great start to 2008 with record 
numbers of enrolments, staff and resources.  Below I have 
detailed some of our early year statistics for your 
information:

I expect that 2009 
will see enrolments of approximately 810-820 students at 
which point the growth should stabilize.

The Western Corridor Recycled Water (WCRW) Project is a major 
State Government project to ease pressure on South East 
Queensland's drinking water supplies. The project involves 
constructing a network of about 200km of pipeline to link six 
existing wastewater treatment plants to three new advanced water 
treatment plants.  After further filtration, the purified recycled water 
will be piped to industry and power stations and used to 
supplement drinking water supplies in Wivenhoe Dam.

The Luggage Point to Bundamba pipeline is a key part of the 
WCRW Project.  It will take purified recycled water from the new 
Luggage Point and Gibson Island Advanced Water Treatment 
Plants (AWTPs) to the recently built Bundamba AWTP. 
Construction of the pipeline from Luggage Point to Goodna started 
in late 2007, with the whole project scheduled for completion by 
December 2008. 

You may have noticed a WCRW Project site has been established 
on School Road. This is a pipe stockpile area where pipes will be 
stored in preparation for pipeline construction.

We are committed to making sure we complete the work with total 
safety for the community and the workers.

Please be aware of the work occurring on School Road. Watch out 
for trucks or other construction vehicles travelling along School 
Road and please adhere to the changed traffic conditions and 
speed limits. The site on School Road will remain operational 
throughout 2008.

If you have any concerns or would like more information about the 
construction activities, please call our project team on 1800 997

THE BRAVE PROGRAM FOR TEENAGERS

Help available for teenagers with anxiety!

Does your teenager suffer from extreme anxiety?  Around 8-10% of 
children and adolescents are affected by severe anxiety, which can 
cause significant problems in emotional, social, and educational 
functioning.

MOBILE PHONE/ELECTRONIC AND 
PORTABLE MUSIC DEVICE (PMD) 
POLICY

 Mobile phones/portable music devices are not 
required at school, the school is not responsible for 
their safe keeping and parents/caregivers should 
consider if they are necessary.

 If lost or stolen the school will not be responsible 
for mobile phones/PMD’s brought onto the school 
grounds.

 Students must ensure that mobile phones/PMD’s 
are turned off and secure during class time.  
Students found using them or having them go off 
during class time will be given an after school 
detention and be required to hand them into the 
Administration office where they will be recorded 
in a register.  On first occasion the student can 
collect the phone/PMD after school on the day of 
the incident.  For any subsequent occurrences the 
phone/PMD will need to be collected from the 
office by the parent/caregiver or emergency 
contact listed on the school database.  Refusal to 
hand over the phone/PMD to the teacher will 
result in a consequence for wilful disobedience.

 Mobile phones/PMD’s are not allowed in exam 
rooms under any circumstances.

 Under no circumstances will the image of the 
school be used to undermine the good order and 
management of the school.  By this we mean that 
any messaging to or photos of staff and students in 
our uniform be used online or on a website 
without the express permission of the Principal 
and in the case of minors their adult caregivers.  To 
do so is considered unlawful.  Students who 
deliberately disobey the above will face suspension 
or exclusion depending upon the severity of the 
incident.

 It is prohibited for students to make auditory 
recordings, photographs, take pictures or video of 
individuals on school premises/school activities, 
unless directed by a staff member to do so, and 
must be directly related to school sanctioned 
activities.  This includes all forms of electronic and 
digital methods.



 Students are not permitted to use electronic 
equipment to harass or bully students or teachers.  
This includes interfering with school or student 
files, emailing, text or picture messaging or any 
other electronic form of transmitting 
communication.

 There will be no exceptions to this policy 
without the express permission of the Principal 
or his/her delegate.
