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Students have settled well into the routine of school 
for term 2 with teachers reporting that they have been 
impressed by the manner in which students have 
managed the three short weeks as we started into 
term 2.  In particular, it has been rewarding to 
observe how our year 12 students are applying 
themselves to the task at hand including their 
preparation program for the Queensland Core Skills 
(QCS) Test which they will undertake in September.  
The QCS Test is used by the Queensland Studies 
Authority to generate school and subject based data 
used in the calculation of OP scores.  Individual 
students also receive a grade of A-E for the test.  I 
am confident that our 2006 cohort, as with previous 
year groups, will perform well on this test.

ANNUAL OPEN AFTERNOON DAY- TUESDAY 23 
MAY

This important event for year 7 students will be held 
on 
Tuesday 23 May from 12 noon.  This year we expect 
some 300 year 7 students to visit our school and 
experience life at Rochedale High for an afternoon.  
In order to provide appropriate staffing arrangements, 
the P & C has again endorsed the shortening of the 
school day with our students being able to leave the 
school at 12 noon.  This will only be possible for 
students who return the appropriate permission form 
to the Care teacher by Friday 19 May.  Supervision 
will of course be provided for students unable to 
leave school at this time.  If you have any questions 
regarding these arrangements, please direct them to 
a member of the school’s administration team.

STATE RECOGNITION

Rochedale High is proud of its students, staff and 
community.  Over the last week, I have been 
approached by Education Queensland and the 
University of Southern Queensland to have members 
of staff contribute to the national education agenda.

Firstly, Ms Maria Semit and Ms Elsa Hearn will 

present a workshop in Melbourne on May 18 at a 
national education conference on the curriculum 
based anti-bullying program they have developed at 
Rochedale High.  You may recall that in 2005, Ms 
Semit led a project funded by the National Safe 
Schools Foundation that saw high school and primary 
school students attack the subject of bullying through 
drama.  The Foundation has been so impressed by 
this work, that not only did the school receive a $10 
000 grant to support the program, but the program 
and its outcomes will be a major focus of the May 19 
Conference which is also to be attended by the 
Federal Minister for Education.

It is also of note that this program has now been 
integrated into the year 8 curriculum for all students 
at our school.

Community members will also be aware of the 
school’s ongoing renewal program.  This program 
has been driven through the IDEAS program and co-
ordinated through the University of Southern 
Queensland.  Staff members Geoff Howe and Diane 
Hicks (currently A/Principal Sunnybank SHS) 
facilitated the program at the school.  The IDEAS 
program is now part of the national education agenda 
and Geoff Howe has been invited to travel to Western 
Australia in late June to share Rochedale High’s 
experiences and successes with school leadership 
teams.

Our school has also been involved in a conjunctional 
Federal research project with Dr Adrian Kelly from 
the University of Queensland on tobacco and alcohol 
use by adolescents.  Working with Dr Kelly has been 
staff member Ms Bev Ness who is using the research 
outcomes to shape components of the school’s 
Student Personal Development Program.  In the near 
future, Ms Ness will also use the outcomes of the 
research project, through an alliance with Griffith 
University education lecturers, to shape school 
curriculum materials that focus on use of tobacco and 
alcohol products by adolescents.
